[bookmark: _Toc147741902]Programme specifications
Programme specifications are summary statements about our degree programmes, regularly revised and approved by our Board of Studies.
They provide very useful overviews of the fundamental objectives and structures of degree programmes. They also provide key information about:
· basic educational aims
· anticipated learning outcomes
· core skills students are expected to acquire through their studies
· the structure and progression of programmes over the four years

Degree Curricula

On the Social Anthropology programme you will be registered for one of the following:

1. Single Honours Social Anthropology
2. Joint Honours
3. OR a “with” degree

The current Social Anthropology programmes are:

· Single Honours in Social Anthropology
· Social Anthropology and Politics
· Social Anthropology and Social Policy
· Social Anthropology with Development

The course requirements differ according to each degree curricula.  

As part of your degree at Edinburgh you have the opportunity to select optional courses to take alongside those that are compulsory for your degree programme. Depending on your area of study, there is a large range of different courses from all over the University available to choose from.

A normal year load is 120 credits (most commonly six 20-credit courses) and your courses should be distributed evenly between Semester 1 and Semester 2. The first two years of study are known as “pre-Honours” years and allow you to gain experience and practice, and to take a number of outside courses. The Honours years are more specialised and your final degree classification will be based upon work done in these years. Once you establish what your compulsory core courses are, and when they run, you will be able to make your optional course selections.

For most courses in Year 1, you will be taught in a combination of lectures and tutorials. Lectures are given in large groups, and students are encouraged to take notes. This year lectures could be pre-recorded or occurring live online or in person. Tutorials are small groups of students, working interactively with a tutor. There are usually readings and/or tasks that students are expected to do to prepare for the tutorial. On some courses, tutorial participation is assessed, i.e. you are given a mark for the contribution that you make in tutorials; please see individual course LEARN page for details of the assessment for each course. Tutorials could occur online live or in person. For most courses, lectures are at a set time each week, and then you have the option to sign up for a tutorial group. The same tutorials run at different times across the week, allowing you to sign up for one which fits into your timetable.

In Year 1 you are required to undertake the following courses:

· Social Anthropology 1B: Anthropology Matters (SCAN08012)

[bookmark: _Toc83646431][bookmark: _Toc147741904]Social Anthropology 1A: The Life Course (Semester 1)
This course is intended as an introduction to social anthropology – taking as its central theme and organising structure the life course from birth to death, conceived in very broad terms. As well as encompassing life crisis moments and rituals of birth, marriage and death, the course includes such themes as gender, personhood, work and making a living, the house, consumption and exchange, health, and the body. It begins with a brief consideration of what anthropologists do – thinking about participant observation and fieldwork; and it ends with a brief discussion of how anthropological subjects are placed – and place themselves – in history

[bookmark: _Toc83646432][bookmark: _Toc147741905]Social Anthropology 1B: Anthropology Matters (Semester 2)
What does anthropology have to say about some of the most important issues facing us today? Anthropologists don’t just engage with small-scale exotic societies but have always contributed to public debates about global issues that affect us all. In this course we examine how concepts and ideas that have driven anthropology help us shed new light on debates that are at the heart of contemporary questions about how our societies work. Each week will include two sessions exploring a single issue and anthropological contributions to surrounding debates.


For students entering Year 1, the deadline to submit your course choice form is 6th September 2023. First, read our document below 'How to choose your course choices' for some helpful guidance and things to think about.

You should then read our 'How to use DRPS to choose your courses' document. DRPS is the database that you will use to view what courses are available to you. We also have our SPS course listings guide, which will show you all of the year 1 courses within SPS that you may be interested in. Please note that for most degrees, you will be able to take courses outside of SPS, so do look at DRPS to see the full list of what is on offer.

To be eligible to progress to Year 2 of the Social Anthropology programme students must:

· have achieved a pass in the examination for both Social Anthropology 1A and Social Anthropology 1B – the pass mark is 40

If you are on a joint or a ‘with’ degree programme, there may be additional requirements for progression. Please ensure that you check the DPT for your requirements for your programme. 
Students should also have achieved 120 credits by the end of the academic year. It is possible to progress into Year 2 if you have only achieved 80 credits, but this requires permission from the Exam Board and Learning & Teaching Directorate. It is possible that if you have not achieved 120 credits in the academic year, that you progress into the following year carrying credit (but no more than 40 in any academic year). 

Year 2 Compulsory Courses
In Year 2 you are required to undertake the following courses:

· Social Anthropology 2: Key Concepts (SCAN08011)
· Ethnography: Theory and Practice (SCAN08005)

If you are on a joint or a ‘with’ degree programme there may be additional compulsory courses that you are required to undertake.  Please ensure that you check the DPT for requirements of your programme. 

Detailed below is a brief course outline for the compulsory courses, full course information is available on the Learn page of the course:  Pre-honours courses | School of Social and Political Science (ed.ac.uk)

Social Anthropology 2: Key Concepts (Semester 1)
This course will provide a historical overview of anthropological thought and will be taught through an introduction to keywords that have helped to shape the development of social anthropology.  The thematic approach is designed to be engaging and stimulating to students and to help to foster critical conceptual and theoretical thought. It will highlight the continued significance of key concepts and oppositions over time.

The course is organized around the exploration of a cluster of linked keywords: society and culture; humans and the environment; and persons and production.  Lectures and tutorials will explore the place of each cluster of keywords in the history of anthropology, while providing examples of their continued importance in contemporary anthropology.

Ethnography: Theory and Practice (Semester 2)
This course aims to familiarize students with the history, theory and practice of ethnography as a method of social science research.  Through collaborative practical work, students will gain an understanding of ethnographic research methods and working in research teams.  The continual assessment of written fieldnotes and research reports will improve the writing competence of undergraduate students and make them aware of different writing styles.


[bookmark: _Toc492993044]Progressing to Year 3 (Junior Honours)
To be eligible to progress to Year 3 of the Social Anthropology programme students must:

· have achieved marks of 50% or more at the first attempt in all required Year 2 courses for their registered degree
· have passed courses to the required value of 240 credits

If you are on a joint or a ‘with’ degree programme there may be additional requirements for progression. Please ensure that you check the DPT for requirements of your programme. 
If you are already registered for a degree in your preferred subject, you have a right to progress to Honours if you meet the requirements specified for that degree. For other students, progression to Honours is at the discretion of the Head of Subject.
Honours entry requirements must normally be achieved the first time you sit the examination. You may not re-sit an examination in order to improve your mark, and gain entry to Honours.
If you don't qualify for entry to Honours but consider that you have grounds for appeal, you should check this webpage and take the steps to appeal:

If you want to go on to study a subject at Honours level and are in any doubt about your entitlement to do so, you should consult your Personal Tutor. Before you do that, you should consult the University's degree regulations and programmes of study.

Students who obtain fewer than 80 credits in Junior Honours (i.e. do not obtain passes in at least 4 of their 6 units of assessment), OR who do not achieve an overall mean mark of 40% or more across all units of assessment, will not be permitted to proceed to Senior Honours. They may be permitted to return to complete the requirements for a non-Honours qualification. In some cases, the Board of Examiners may permit a repeat year, with College approval.

Students who join in Year 1, or are direct entry into Year 2 (therefore are still “new entrants”) have the first two weeks of teaching to swap degrees. The procedure for dealing with new students who request a change of degree programme during Welcome Week, Week 1 or Week 2:

·       Request must be sent directly from the student to CAHSS.UGAdmissions@ed.ac.uk
in the first instance – they will aim to prioritise these emails and respond within 24 hours (Mon-Fri)
·       The student should note in the email the degree they are enrolled in and the degree that they are enquiring about switching to
·       Students should email directly from their UoE email address
·       UG admissions are still working remotely and have no access to phones – students should not be advised to call them
·       Skeleton staff will be in the office on a limited number of days each week. Face to face or virtual appointments will be made for students only where necessary. All students must email for advice in the first instance. Please do not visit the College Office as students will be turned away and asked to email. 
 
Due to popularity, our programmes often have no space available. We would still request that all students looking for a programme change email UG Admissions and we can discuss possible alternative options.

[bookmark: _Toc147741912]Progression

The University encourages students to take a broad range of courses in their first two years of study, and to develop their generic and disciplinary skills, in the knowledge that they will not be penalised in their final degree outcome. The majority of undergraduate degrees at the University are classified based on the average mark for all courses taken in the third and fourth year of study (the Honours years), weighted according to the number of credits allocated to the course. Courses taken in the Honours years are usually weighted equally according to their credit (i.e. every 10 credits has the same value), since they represent study at the same level (Scottish Credit and Qualifications Framework Level 10). Using a broad range of courses to reach a classification allows students to demonstrate competency in a variety of subjects, and offers the opportunity to offset weaker performance in some courses.

For programmes involving optional study abroad in the third year, the degree classification is based solely on performance in the final year of study. This is due to the fact that, although students undertaking study at partner institutions abroad do so at an equivalent level to their peers in Edinburgh, it is not possible reliably to translate marks awarded at other institutions into marks on the University’s Common Marking Scheme.

All exchanges are run through Edinburgh Global: Go Abroad | The University of Edinburgh

To apply to study for a year abroad, students must have gained 120 credits in their first year and should have no marks lower than a C in any of their courses. Application takes place in Semester 1 of the second year, so only first year results will be taken into consideration.

Students who opt to take a Junior Year Abroad must successfully complete a full course load at the host university in order to progress into the subsequent year of their degree.
